Australian Tornado Champions - To Italy É and Beyond

WA sailors Brett Burvill and Ryan DufÞeld of  Team Windrush are 
wasting no time between winning the Australian Tornado 
Championship at Fannie Bay in Darwin last month and ßying off  to 
Europe this month.

They returned to Perth with only a few weeks to Þnish their 
preparation for 2009 Tornado World Championships to be held at 
Bogliaco Brescia, Lake Garda, Italy from 28 August to 4 September 
2009.

In Darwin, Team Windrush raced a Þeld of  fourteen boats including 
seven of  the top teams from Western Australia over six days. Brett and 
Ryan dominated the races to win 11 of  the 13 races battling tidal 
currents in light to moderate wind.

The Tornados being a small association have beneÞtted enormously 
and are grateful for their Club and sponsor support enabling them to 
participate in state and national events." This in turn has attracted 
more sailors to the growing numbers in Western Australia where high 
quality competition has beneÞtted the national skill levels.

Accompanying Team Windrush to represent Australia at the 2009 World 
Championships in Italy will be Team Sony Marine sailed by Nedlands 
Yacht Club members Jared Eyles "and Billy Leonard." Both teams are 
working with modest time-and-expense budgets and much family 
sacriÞce to participate in the" national and world competitions. Jared 
Eyles quipped ÒThis is a" blokes only event. No tourism Ð no time.Ó

The Australian sailors hope for a placing in the top 10" to 15 Þnishers 
of  an expected ßeet of  up to 80 international Tornado catamarans.

CYC represented in the North West Sailing Regatta

The North West Sailing Regatta (the replacement for the annual Port Walcott Regatta) was held in Dampier 
over the weekend of  11th and 12th July, with ÒSalad DaysÓ ßying the ßag for CYC.  Yachts in 4 divisions 
participated in 3 races over the weekend, with winds ranging from extremely variable puffs every now and 
then, to not much more.

Racing at Dampier is a nail biting affair with several legs being around the anchorage of  Hampton Harbour 
which is cluttered with yachts, houseboats, moorings, barges, workboats, and anything else that pretends it can 
ßoat, and even some things that donÕt ßoat.  The reminder of  the course takes in the tug channel, shipping 
channel, and if  youÕre brave, the restricted zone around the Parker Point iron ore loading facility.   It certainly 
was a good excuse to get a very close up view of  those massive ships and to take on just a bit more iron ore 
dust for good measure.  

Racing in Division 1, ÒSalad DaysÓ was poised for the perfect start in Race 1, however the race starter lost his 
clock 5 seconds before the designated start time just so that we had to do some hasty tacking and gybing and 
allow the local boat to maneuver into the perfect starting position!  Not that ÒIntrigueÓ needed any assistance, 
as with his carbon-Þbre sails and screecher set to perfection he was out of  sight before we had even rounded 
the second mark.  Some lively discussions were held between skipper and crew (Bill from ÒJezzabelleÓ, Tony 
from ÒWaitane IIÓ, and myself), as to the correct channel markers to round.  The skipper made his own 
decision, and the rest of  us sorted it out over a glass of  red or three.  Turns out that the skipper was right and 
we werenÕt disqualiÞed!  We crossed the Þnish line (a very small space between marker buoy, rock groin and 
dry land) in third place.

Winds for Race 2 were almost non-existent for part of  the race, but we did manage to carry the gennaker for 
2 legs, helping us to almost catch up to Henk on ÒCash FloatÓ (heÕll soon be down in Carnarvon for the 
summer, so make sure you get him out racing with the CYC Ð with a very big handicap!).  We counted about 
56 wind changes during the race, and on the second last leg, were foiled in our attempts to sneak into second 
position by a procession of  tugs and their subsequent wakes.  We eventually crossed the line in third place 
again, with the slow race times causing an hours delay in the start of  Race 3.
